“Communications Policy & Regulation Week 2016", organizado por el International
Institute of Communications (IIC), que se llevé a cabo del 10 al 14 de octubre en Bangkok,
Tailandia.

El IIC se estableci6 en 1969 como un foro de politicas publicas, sin fines de lucro,
independiente y global para las industrias convergentes de telecomumcamones medios
y tecnologias.

El “Communications Policy & Regulation Week” es uno de los eventos mas importantes
del IIC, el cual comprende el Foro Internacional de Reguladores y la Conferencia Anual
del IIC, en el que directivos de alto nivel de la industria y autoridades de organismos
reguladores y entidades de gobierno analizan y debaten sobre temas de actualidad que
influyen de manera importante en el desarrollo de las telecomunicaciones, medios y
tecnologias.

Foro Internacional de Reguladores

Este foro reunié a cerca de 70 funcionarios de alto nivel de organismos reguladores y
entidades de gobierno de 30 paises provenientes de todas las regiones del mundo.

El foro abarcé temas relacionados con el papel de los reguladores en el entorno actual
de la convergencia de servicios y plataformas, no sélo a nivel local sino también a escala
global, en el que se hace necesario que su funcién busque el equilibrio entre eficiencia,
eficacia y creatividad en el disefio de regulacién y politicas publicas en
telecomunicaciones, medios y tecnologias.

Se analizaron aspectos relacionados a la colaboracion que debe establecerse entre los
}/eguladores de telecomunicaciones y radiodifusion con los reguladores de otros sectores
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de la economia como el financiero, energético y automotriz, en el contexto de nuevos
servicios y aplicaciones que estan surgiendo, por ejemplo, derivado del desarrollo del
ecosistema del Internet de las Cosas.

A invitacion expresa de los organizadores, el suscrito participé en el panel “Spectrum:
exactly what is 5G and what will it mean for the regulator?”, en el cual expuse aspectos
relevantes de la Reforma Constitucional en materia de telecomunicaciones de 2013 en
Mexico y de su implementacion por parte del IFT, la participacion del IFT en el proceso
hacia la Conferencia Mundial de Radiocomunicaciones 2019 de la UIT, las posibles
bandas de espectro susceptibles de ser utilizadas para el despliegue de 5G y una
perspectiva de implementaciéon masiva de Internet de las Cosas (loT) en México. Se
anexa el programa de este foro.
