Informe que presenta el Comisionado Ramiro Camacho Castillo respecto a su
participacion en representacion del Instituto Federal de Telecomunicaciones en el
evento “Technology Policy Institute Aspen Forum”, que se llevdé a cabo en Aspen,
Colorado, Estados Unidos, del 20 al 22 agosto de 2023, organizado por el Technology
Policy Institute.

Este evento fitulado “Technology Policy Institute Aspen Forum” redne a diversos
expertos de la academia, industria y reguladores internacionales, con el fin de discutir
y compartir sus experiencias y prospectivas en temas de politicas publicas vy
regulacion, para hacer frente a los nuevos retos de los avances tecnoldgicos.

En este contexto, el evento se conformd por varios paneles de debate, charlas
informales, conferencias magistrales y grupos de trabagjo en los que se discutieron
temas y situaciones actuales de las diversas politicas puadblicas y regulaciones
tecnoldgicas, asi como sus desafios y oportunidades hacia el futuro, para lograr que
dichas politicas publicas sean acordes con la innovacion tecnoldgica y estén al
alcance de todos.

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El dia 22 de agosto participé en el panel titulado “The Telecom Regulators”, cuyo tema
principal fue proporcionar una descripcion general de la politica y regulacion en
Telecomunicaciones que se readliza en América del Norte, con un enfoque de
comparacion entre los tfres reguladores de la regidon sobre politicas publicas,
regulacion, iniciativas y prospectivas, en temas como el acceso a banda ancha,
cobertura universal, espectro, competencia econdmica, promocion de contenidos
en radiodifusion y ciberseguridad, entre otros. Asimismo, los tres reguladores de la
region compartimos los desafios comunes y las alternativas para mejorar |a
colaboracion transfronteriza.

La
participacion de mercado del preponderante antes y después de la Reforma
en Telecomunicaciones;

e FEl sector satfelital en México y las Disposiciones Regulatorias en materia de
Comunicaciéon via Satélite que recientemente se publicaron, asi como su
relacion con las constelaciones LEO;

e |Lahomologaciéon de equipos y nuestra neutralidad tecnoldgica;

e Las acciones que han contribuido a la cobertura universal, el objetivo de la Red
Compartida, y las concesiones que hemos otorgamos a CFE;

e El programa de conectividad social de la SICT, para idenfificar las localidades
con prioridades de conectividad;

e Las acciones que hemos readlizado en materia de proteccion de los usuarios en
México, asi como las facultades del IFT y de la PROFECO;

e |a coordinaciéon que llevamos a cabo frecuentemente con EE.UU. para evitar
interferencias en la frontera comun; entre ofros temas.

Asimismo, como parte de las actividades de ese diq, tuve la oportunidad de estrechar
vinculos institucionales y compartir experiencias con otros reguladores, académicos e
infegrantes de la industria de |a regidn, sobre tfemas de actualidad y retos a los que
nos enfrentamos como reguladores. Igualmente, asisti a las sesiones de los distintos
seminarios que se desarrollaron durante el dia 22 de agosto y que también se incluyen
en el programa anexo.
