Informe que presenta el Comisionado Ramiro Camacho Castillo respecto a su participacion
en representacion del Instituto Federal de Telecomunicaciones en el "Annual LatAm &
Caribbean Telecommunications & Media Forum” que se llevo a cabo en Miami, Florida,
Estados Unidos de América, del 18 al 20 de mayo de 2022, organizado por el International
Institute of Communications (lIC).

El Foro Anual de Telecomunicaciones y Medios de América Latina y el Caribe (Annual LatAm
& Caribbean Telecommunications & Media Forum) es un foro que se realiza ano con ano con
el objetivo de reunir a diversos reguladores de la regidn, creadores de politicas puablicas,
industria y sociedad civil para discutir los desafios y oportunidades del sector. El Instituto
Federal de Telecomunicaciones es miembro del IIC desde 2015 y participa activamente en
estos eventos de manera anual.

En esta ocasion, se realizaron diversos debates para compartir experiencias entre los distintos
inferlocutores sobre los desafios y oportunidades que representa la fransformacion digital. En
el primer dia de actividades, el miércoles 18 de mayo, participé en la sesidon “Closing the digital
divide - what more can regulators do?”, en la que se abordaron principalmente los siguientes
temas:

e Experiencias de los paises invitados sobre la reduccidn de la brecha digital
de coberturay alfabetizacion digital de los usuarios;

e Las politicas publicas que se han implementado para favorecer la reduccion de
la brecha digital;

e Mecanismos que fomentan la inversion.

En esta primera sesion mencioné las acciones que ha estado realizado el IFT desde los dmbitos
de acceso eficiente del espectro, infraestructura y fomento a la competencia para conftribuir
en la reduccion de las brechas digitales. Algunos de los temas que abordé fueron: 1. Barreras
ala competencia en dos Estados de México para la provision del servicio de acceso aInternet
de banda ancha fija, y para los que se emitieron recomendaciones a las autoridades locales;
2. Experiencia con la regulacidon asimétrica  impuesta al  preponderante en
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telecomunicaciones; 3. Otorgamientos de concesiones que benefician la reduccion de la
brecha digital (concesion de Altan y CFE Telecomunicaciones e Internet para todos); 4. Banda
de 600 MHz; y 5. Regulacion que permite el arrendamiento y el uso secundario del espectro.

Continuando con las actividades, en la sesion “New tools - sharing best practice and
experiences with regulaftory sandboxes, smart regulation, regulatory collaboration and
cooperation”, se abordaron los siguientes temas:

e Sandboxes regulatorios;
e Experiencia de los paises invitados sobre regulacion inteligente;
e Regulaciéon colaborativa.

En esta sesion mencioné la creacion del Comité 5G en el IFT, como un érgano técnico con
naturaleza consultiva y no vinculante, para realizar regulacion colaborativa a través del
intfercambio de opiniones, criterios y puntos de vista con la industria de telecomunicaciones,
la academiq, las dependencias de gobierno, las asociaciones civiles y en general con
cualquier persona inferesada en apoyar en la creacion de estrategias, prospectivas vy
mecanismos que faciliten la implementacion efectiva de las redes 5G en México.

El dia jueves 19 de mayo participé en la sesion “Connectivity - what are the innovative
economic and fechnical solutions to enable access for all? Universal service - time for a
rethink”, en la que se abordaron los siguientes temas:

e La participacion e importancia de los proveedores del servicio de acceso a
Internet inaldmbrico (WISP);

e La importancia de la integracion de las redes de fibra éptica con los operadores
de servicios satelitales;

e El costo del espectro radioeléctrico y su impacto.

En esta sesibn mencioné de manera general la problemdtica con la que actualmente nos
enfrentfamos en México por los altos costos del espectro radioeléctrico, particularmente
mencioné los aspectos que contemplamos para el cdlculo de los valores minimos de
referencias en licitaciones, para el cdlculo de las contraprestaciones en prorrogas y el andlisis
que ha realizado el IFT sobre el pago de derechos por el espectro radioeléctrico que se
establece en nuestra Ley Federal de Derechos.

Posteriormente, tuve la oportunidad de asistir a ofras sesiones del foro en las que pude
escuchar diversos comentarios, propuestas y opiniones sobre varios temas que tienen gran
relevancia en nuestro sector y que contribuyen a construir una regulacion efectiva.
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Finalmente, anexo la agenda del foro para una mejor apreciacion del evento.
